Are your program's
jerseys compliant?

The Badger Region Volleyball
Association wants to make sure
your team's jerseys are compliant
with all rule sets and changes that
have gone into effect.

To do so, the Region's Ref Chair
is encouraging club directors or
coaches to send images if there is any
concern that numbers are not con-
trasting enough with the dominant
color of the jersey or if a jersey is not
contrasting for libero purposes.

The photos of the jerseys
should not be of any junior ath-

lete in uniform.

Reminder: All numbers must
clearly contrast with the color of
the jersey, regardless of the color
of the outline of the number.

If your team plans to attend
a USA Volleyball Boys or Girls
Qualifier or National Cham-
pionship, the Region can also
help direct you as to the proper
channels you must go through to
get jersey waivers.

Are you (or your junior athlete/
coach) turning 18 (or older)
during the upcoming club volley-
ball season?

Then consider this your reminder
that you must take your SafeSport
training to be able to fully partici-
pate in the 2024-25 season.

Parents, this means if your son
or daughter turns 18 BEFORE Sept.
1, 2025, then he or she MUST pur-
chase the membership that requires
SafeSport training to be eligible for
the season.

"But my daughter's season ends
before she turns 182" That's a com-
mon reaction to this requirements,
but we can explain:

1. The USA Volleyball season
goes through Aug. 31, 2025.

Things to know about SafeSport

2. There are LOTS of club that
train and compete into July that an
athlete might be part of now or get
added on to later.

3. There are lots of summer
camps and clinic that would
require the training

4. There are lots of beach tour-
naments and beach clubs that re-
quire the 18s member + SafeSport
to be a part of their club

5. Lots of athletes ends of jump-
ing on to rosters to help coach a
younger team.

All of these reasons (among
others) are why USA Volleyball
and the United States Olympic and
Paralympic Committee require
SafeSport to be a part of the orga-
nization for the upcoming season.

Madison chosen for
elite tournament
