FIVB Championship Events.

Regional Volleyball Associations,
like the Badger Region, are the grass-
roots, localized, customer-support
hubs throughout the country.

The Regions work very closely
with the clubs because the clubs
are working with athletes, coach-
es and officials in the community.

If you were to compare it to the
structure of the U.S. government,
USA Volleyball operates at a fed-
eral level and the Regions would
operate at the state level. Regions
have to follow the lead of USA
Volleyball on lots of policies, but

can set up the infrastructure at
the local level that is best for each
part of the country.

When someone has a concern,
they contact their Region office.

If there are athletes that want to
play and just compete at the local
level, the Region can direct them
to those resources. If they want to
travel the country and compete
on the national stage, Regions can
point athletes and coaches to those
types of opportunities, too.

3Male Only - Players who were born on or after July 1, 2010, OR players who were born on or after July 1, 2009 (15 years or younger) who shall neither have completed nor are in a grade higher
than the eighth (8t") grade during the current academic year are eligible to play in the 14 & Under division. This exception is based on the net height difference of 7’4 1/8” to 711 5/8”
between the 14 and Under Division to the 15 and Under Division.

4Male Only - Players who were born on or after July 1, 2010 (14 years or younger) who shall neither have completed nor are in a grade higher than the seventh grade (7th) during the current
academic year are eligible for a Region approved waiver to compete in the boys 13's age group.

5Male Only —Players who were born on or after July 1, 2011 (13 years or younger) who shall neither have completed nor are in a grade higher than the sixth grade (6th) during the current
academic year are eligible for a Region approved waiver to compete in the boys 12’s age group.
