Claire Caswell was named 
MVP with teammates Samantha Strelnieks and 
Jordan Pagac also being named to the 1st Team all 
tournament along with Kenzie Krach (UWL) and 
Hannah Powers (UWL). 
A total of 11 WVC Women’s athletes were

In Men’s Division 2 play it was a rematch 

of last year’s national championship match 
between UW-La Crosse and UW-Eau Claire.

How is the Badger Region Board structured?
The Badger Region Volleyball Association 

is governed by a Board of Directors that 
must be elected by members on a regular 
basis. Area reps serve three-year terms, while 
members of the executive board serve four-
year terms.

Members, whether they are players,

Plus, there are 
two at-large board members who you can 
approach if you don’t feel comfortable with 
your current rep. And there is a rep dedi-
cated just to issues that surround our Junior 
volleyball clubs and athletes.

You’ll be hearing from each Board mem-
ber twice a year in the form of a column in 
the Badger Beacon.
