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Family runs deep for this MKE area club

Being part of a volleyball club
often feels like being part of a
family. But for one Milwau-
kee-area Badger Region club,
family runs a little deeper.

Spike Milwaukee was formed
in 2008 by the current Club
Owner/Director Jeff Liker. Jeff
coached boys volleyball at Wau-
watosa West High School and
recalls his frustration as the high
school season waned there was
a lack of opportunity for many
of his athletes to play the winter
club season. While girls vol-
leyball had started its trajectory
that has today made it the most
popular girl’s high school sport
in Wisconsin, boy’s club teams
were still lacking.

JefE started his club, originally
named Trojan Volleyball, fol-
lowing the team moniker at Tosa
West, with the intent to provide
more opportunities to play, and in
the early years it was primarily his
Tosa West players who joined him.
In the club’s second year, Jeff made
his first hire, a coach named Jerry
Lahmann. Jerry was very well
known in the Milwaukee area, and
was the coach at Waukesha North
High School when Jeff played
against his team. Years later, not
only is Jerry still a lead coach at
Spike Milwaukee, but so is his

wife, Pam. And their son. And
their daughter.

Volleyball brought Jerry and
Pam together, so it is no surprise
their children are active in the
sport, too. In fact Spike Milwau-
kee provided Jerry the opportu-
nity to coach his son, Mitch.

Jerry is affectionately known
as “The Godfather” by his fellow
Spike coaches, and with good
reason, he first started playing vol-
leyball in the late 60s and the game
has been central to his life since.
Consider that many of the parents
of the boys he coaches today were
not yet born in the 1960s.

Does too much family ever
cause a problem? “No, not at
all’, explains Pam. In fact when
several SpikeMKE teams play at
the same tournament, you can
often find the coaches whose
teams are on break collecting
on the bench of a playing team.
There is a real camaraderie,
and the boys really get to know
the coaches they will play for in
future years. “]It all works out
really well” she states.

Today the club has six teams
and 10 total coaches. Of those
10 coaches, four share the name
Lahmann, and three more have a

child in the program.

Jeft feels that tight family ties
have made it much easier to keep
the club focused on his original
goals; teamwork, camaraderie
and friendship, building positive
experiences, and growing athletes
who will become valuable to their
varsity teams. If you ask about
family, you don’t hear abstract
thoughts about the feeling of
family. Instead you quickly find
yourself in a complicated spider
web of players, coaches, parents,
all family relationships networked
together over the course of years,
with SpikeMKE at the center.

Is the club interested in growth?
“Only a little”, states Jeff If you
speak with him, you cannot help
but hear that the original prin-
ciples around which he built the
club remain his top, unwavering
focus. Every year, he is rewarded
by the comments and participa-
tion of the families of the young
men who join a SpikeMKE team.

Some growth is certain
though. Should there be a next
generation of Lahmanns, they
will have a volleyball home at
SpikeMKE.
